Soft Target Awareness Course

This course provides an information sharing venue for critical infrastructure facility personnel to discuss terrorism awareness, prevention, and protection information to enhance individual and organizational security awareness.  Participants learn the importance of engaging in proactive security measures and how to better define individual roles in deterring, detecting, and defending facilities from terrorist acts. (The course consists of a four hour block of instruction repeated up to five times over a two and a half day period.  Each four hour session can accommodate up to 35 students.)  This Course will be held at Mount Rushmore’s auditorium the 26th through the 28th of October.
