Surveillance Detection Training for Critical Infrastructure Operators and Security Staff 

This course, designed for critical infrastructure operators and security staff of Level 1 and Level 2 critical infrastructure facilities, provides participants with the skills and knowledge to establish surveillance detection operations to protect critical infrastructure during periods of elevated threat.  Consisting of five lectures and two exercises, the course increases awareness of terrorist tactics and attack history and illustrates the means and methods used to detect surveillance.   This course is only available to the first 25 to register.  The course will be held at the George S. Mickelson Law Enforcement training Center the 7th through the 9th of November, 2011.
