4. Prove Your South Dakota Address –

Must provide TWO documents

 Must include your name

5. Full Time Travelers – Will also need to 

provide the following:

 Receipt of overnight stay in South 
Dakota in the past year.

 One piece of mail confirming South 

Dakota personal mailbox address.

 Completed Residency Affidavit

Minors- Parent or guardian mail is 

acceptable proof for a minor
